Ivan Droesler with | and S Group presented the plans and specifications for improvements to Joint DD 2
and 51. There was a short discussion on the status of the wetlands areas in the district and a request by
the County Engineer to do the seeding in the rights of ways in the construction areas.

DD 2 and 51 with
the changes discussed and set a bid letting date for the project at 11:00 AM on Tuesday, May 14, 2013 in
the Sac County Board Room.

A group of several concerned residents for bicycle safety addressed the Board and the County Engineer
with a request to place proper signage along County Road M-54 between Sac City and U.S. Highway 71-
175 warning motorists of bicycle traffic along that route. This seems to be the most popular way to
access the Sauk Rail Trail from Sac City. The Board of Supervisors directed the County Engineer to
investigate the cost of the signs and any placement regulations and report back to the Board.
