It was moved by Hecht and seconded by Hoag to accept the engineer’s completion report on Jt
DD 2 & 51and set a public hearing on said report for Tuesday, October 29, 2013, at 1:30 PM in the Board
of Supervisor’s meeting room. Ayes all, motion carried.

It was moved by Hecht and seconded by Jacobs to accept the Engineer’s report on crop
damages with recommendations for payment and authorize the Engineer to send letters to landowners
in the district notifying them of this procedure. Ayes all, motion carried.

The joint Boards then discussed a proposed “Jake brake” ordinance to regulate noise on County
