The Sac County Board of Supervisors met in regular session with all members present, Ranell
Drake, Chairman, presiding. The minutes of the last meeting were approved as submitted.

It was moved by Stock and seconded by Hecht to amend the agenda to continue discussion on
the Home Town Pride project.

Supervisor Stock reported on the progress of the Keep lowa Beautiful, Hometown Pride project.
The project requires a $20,000 commitment for programming and coaching staff. In the proposal, Sac
County will contribute $10,000, each community in Sac County will contribute S1per capita and the
balance of the commitment will come from SETD. This is a three year commitment with an additional
two year option after that. No action was taken.

The Board noted that the regularly scheduled meeting for November 11 will be rescheduled for
November 10 in observance of Veteran’s Day.

The County Engineer updated the Board on activities of the county road crews and the status of
current maintenance and construction projects.
