Grant Park Project Will Enhance River 

 

The Sac County Conservation Board is 

partnering with the Iowa Department of 

Natural Resources on a river enhancement 

project at Grant Park. The park is a popular 

access spot for fishing and boating on the 

North Raccoon River Water Trail. The current 

fishing riffle will be removed as it has become 

unstable as boulders have moved and scour 

erosion has occurred along the riverbank. 

 

The project will replace the fishing riffle with a 

ñcross vaneò type of rapids, which enhances 

stability, fishing and boat navigation.  A new 

concrete boat ramp will be built immediately 

downstream of the rapids.  A parking area will 

also be established in the area.   

 

In addition, bank reconstruction upstream of 

the rapids will add additional fish habitat 

features as well as protect the riverbank from 

erosion. This will be done with a ñtoe woodò 

system of using logs from trees. When 

completed this project will greatly improve the 

accessibility to the river while providing 

protection and habitat to the many fish and 

aquatic species that inhabit the North 

Raccoon River.  

The project is to be completed this Fall.

¶ They prefer open woodlands, create nests 
on the ground and forage for insects, nuts 
and berries.  

¶ Male (Tom) turkeys do not provide parental 
care, the young (poults) will follow the 
mother. Eventually banding into a larger 
group of females (hens) and broods. 

¶ Turkeys became a popular food item to 
explorers and early settlers. 

¶ Decreased habitat and over hunting 
threatened populations. In 1910 there were 
only 3 turkeys recorded in the state of 
Iowa.  

¶ Re-introduction efforts lead to hunting to 
open statewide in 1989.
