 Drainage Attorney Colin McCullough gave the Board a review of a response to an editorial in the 

Storm Lake Tribune regarding the Des Moines Water Works lawsuit. 

 It was moved by Drake and seconded by Stock to approve renewal of the Federal Victims of 

Crime Act contract for fiscal year 2017.  Ayes all, motion carried.  The contract calls for a grant amount 

of $23,899 and a match amount of $5,975. 

 It was moved by Drake and seconded by Stock to approve a proposed open ditch repair in joint 

Drainage District 181 located in Section 5, Cedar Township in Pocahontas County, for an estimated cost 

of $3,000.  Ayes all, motion carried.

installation of a 4” PVC water line in Joint DD 90 Sac and 290 Calhoun located in Section 22 of Sac 

Township.  Ayes all, motion carried.
